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Name of Lay-led Ministry: Thrift Shop/Meals on Wheels
Describe the Ministry:  
Volunteers receive clothing/merchandise from the community, prepare it for sale, and run a 2-day per week Thrift Shop.  Proceeds support the local (non-government) Meals on Wheels ministry and other mission projects.
Describe participants:

Volunteers are mostly from United Methodist Church of Elk City.  Others serve from various denominations.  Those who receive Meals on Wheels are homebound senior adults or disable adults.
Give an example of lives benefited as a result of ministry:

Many homebound senior adults are empowered to remain in their own homes longer, without having to enter nursing homes.  They receive a phone call and a volunteer’s visit when food is delivered.  This is a major lifeline for those adults.  If the people do not respond to volunteers or phone calls, family members of friends are phoned to check on them.  In some cases police have been notified, and lives have been saved due to the follow-up from staff.
How has it made a difference in your community?

Organizations and churches are recruited to support this ministry of providing meals.  Over $70,000 per year is provided for this ministry through the Thrift Shop.  It builds a sense of care, a commitment to our aging population, and an opportunity for people to get involved in actual ministry.
