Describe the Ministry:  
Cache First United Methodist Church hands out free bottled water.  The bottles are printed with a custom label which provides information about church:  location, phone number, and times for worship and youth meetings.
Describe participants:

Members of our church volunteer to ice the water down and others sign up to distribute it in downtown Cache for some of the summertime activities such as the car club “Cruzin’ the Wichitas” annual show and the community family western days.  Those handing the ice cold water out to hot and thirsty visitors at the events have used everything from wagons to wheeled ice chests to golf carts in order to reach as many people as possible.
Give an example of lives benefited as a result of ministry:

Through this simple act of kindness, people in our community know that our church cares for them and that we are approachable people.  This ministry benefits our members, too, for some members make it a family event to distribute the water.  They take the kids along to help, which is a wonderful method to model servanthood first hand.  Individual members appreciate having the opportunity to share God’s love with others, too.
