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Name of Lay-led Ministry: Feed the Homeless
Describe the Ministry:  
Each Sunday morning this ministry provides breakfast for from 150 to 300 people at the Salvation Army Shelter here in Tulsa, OK.  This group of laity provides all the food, labor, clean-up and service associated with feeding these people.  They also take prayer requests from these people, run copies of the prayer requests and distribute the requests to Sunday School Classes to be prayers for over the following week.
Describe participants:
This ministry was organized and initiated by Gary Soderstrom some 15 years ago.  Participants vary from week to week, but Gary and his Wife Janet are “always” there.  Participants alluded to are the youth group, Sunday School classes and other interested and involved members of the church.  
Give an example of lives benefited as a result of ministry:

As stated in the description of the ministry, this ministry touches between 150 and 300 people each and every Sunday.  For many this is the only decent meal they receive during the week.  The fact that they know they are being prayed for during the week is a great comfort to many of the participants.  It also, as always, provides a ministry to those that serve as well as those that receive.
How has it made a difference in your community?
