Christian formation is relationship focused, thus a one on one mentor relationship between a clergy person and the intern is the central facet of this program.

· Applicant must meet with mentor pastor on regular basis (Similar to Candidacy Mentor).

· Applicant must see and experience the full gamut of ministry (Such as: Small Group Bible Studies, Preaching, Pastoral Care, Administration, and Worship).

· Church must identify Mentoring minister and submit letter of commitment. 
· A formal reflection on ministry internship will be submitted after internship (guiding question will be provided). As this is a new program we will set up an exit interview with a representative(s) from the Ministerial Development Taskforce.

· If your internship budget exceeds your match request, and you anticipate additional funding or in-kind contributions toward your project, please specify the expenses that Ministerial Recruitment and Nurture funding would cover, e.g., for a total project budget of $5,000 with a grant request for $1,500, identify which specific expenses would be funded by the grant.
