· Applicant must see and experience the full gamut of ministry (Such as: Small Group Bible Studies, Preaching, Pastoral Care, Administration, and Worship).

· Church must identify Mentoring minister and submit letter of commitment. 
· A formal reflection on ministry project/event will be submitted after project/event (guiding question will be provided). As this is a new program we will set up an exit interview with a representative(s) from the Ministerial Development Taskforce.
